Using the Docent Library Collection

The Docent Library Collection is divided into 7 different sections, based upon the subject matter:
● Fauna



● Interpretation and Teaching
● Filming at Park


● Malibu Creek State Park

● Flora



● Recreational Use and Preservation
● History: Natural and Human

Except for the “Malibu Creek State Park” materials, each section is arranged alphabetically by author, as shown on the applicable collection list.  However, because the top shelf of each cabinet is not as tall as the lower shelves, large books that would otherwise belong on the top shelf can be found on a lower shelf at the end of the relevant collection, again in alphabetical order.  These tall books books are marked with an asterisk (*) on the relevant collection list so you’ll know to look for them at the end of that collection.

If you remove a book from a shelf, please be sure to re-shelve it in the proper place as indicated on the collection list.  If you’re unsure where a book should go, just leave it on the library table and someone will take care of re-shelving it for you.

If you are a docent and wish to check out or return a book, please make the appropriate entry in the Circulation Notebook that can be found on the table in the middle of the room.
